
Approved by LCA Board, 4/15/99 (Amended by adding Section 1(g), 11/6/99) 
Guidelines regarding the LCA and regional affiliate clubs:

1.  Regional Clubs may be recognized as affiliates by the LCA pursuant to the constitution, Section X, upon submission of a petition for LCA recognition which meets the following criteria:

a.  Evidence of adoption of a suitable democratic constitution and bylaws (which clearly state the region to be represented and that the affiliate will follow the rules and policies of the LCA).

b.  All members must be LCA members in good standing.  

c.  Evidence of past regional efforts on behalf of the breed (putting on shows, picnics, and other events, etc.)

e.  Payment of an annual LCA affiliate fee to the LCA treasury in the amount of a minimum of $1.00.

f.  Evidence of knowledge and ability to stage LCA sanctioned events.

g.  LCA Board members shall not serve as officers on any regional club board.

2.  Relationship between LCA and regional affiliates:

a. The sole purpose of the regional affiliate club system is to provide opportunities for LCA members to meet and participate in activities and events in order to strengthen the sense of community among all LCA members nation wide.  Examples include: shows and other competitions or exhibitions, picnics, and other events which may be of interest, including seminars on issues of interest to fanciers of the breed.  

b.  No affiliate may take any action or pass any rule which conflicts with any rule of the LCA.  Further, affiliates shall not be forums for discussion or adoption of positions on policy issues.  Such activity is expressly contrary to the purposes of section 2(a), above.  All issues regarding policy on health, breeding, and other issues, are specifically reserved to the LCA.

c.  Affiliates are separate corporate entities, and shall be liable for their own actions.  This includes responsibility for providing insurance for affiliate club events.  However, in the case of an LCA regional event, the LCA may provide insurance coverage.  In such cases, the show will be advertised as an LCA event, even if organized primarily by the regional affiliate.

d.  No affiliate may sponsor a conformation show which includes breeds other than Leonbergers.  However, affiliates may join with a recognized group such as ARBA or IABCA to provide for supported entry type shows.

e.  Annual affiliate dues must be paid to the LCA by January 1st annually.

f.  Affiliate clubs may not affiliate or otherwise create a formal arrangement with any other dog club or organization.  All communication with other national kennel clubs is specifically reserved to the LCA.
g.  Regional affiliate clubs shall have first preference in being awarded the LCA national specialty over regions which have not formed an affiliate club.

h.  Affiliate status is at the discretion of the LCA Board, which may modify or terminate the affiliate relationship at any time.  The LCA vice-president shall be the primary contact between the LCA and each affiliate.
